AGREEMENT
by and between
Name:

MUSICAUTOR, BULSTAT: 831005050   (hereinafter referred to as "MUSICAUTOR")

I. Subject matter of agreement
Art. 1. The Heir shall transfer to MUSICAUTOR in its capacity of a collective rights administration organization, the right to protect and administer his/her inherited Author’s copyright under the terms and conditions set forth below. 
Art. 2. This agreement shall be entered into for all musical works, literary works related to music, arrangements and adaptations of musical works, literary works related to music and folklore, and translations of literary works related to music, hereinafter referred to as “works” that the Author has created on his/her own or in collaboration with others.
Art. 3. The Heir shall transfer to MUSICAUTOR the right to authorize:

1.1. The public performance during concerts and other equivalent;

1.2. The public performance at commercial, tourist sites and other equivalent;

1.3. The public performance during cinema projection and other forms of public display performance;

1.4. The public performance in transport vehicles;

1.5. The public performance within the framework of theatrical performances, etc.;

1.6. The public performance in any way other than the above-mentioned;

2. Reproduction and distribution; 
3. Wireless broadcasting, cable or other electronic communications network transmission, including via the Internet as part of radio and television programs and the reproduction and simulcasting related to broadcasting and transmission; 

4. Cable or other electronic communications network retransmission, including via IP protocol, as well as via the Internet; 
5. The wireless or cable provision of the works or part thereof to unlimited number of people in such a way as to allow such access to be made from a place and at a time individually chosen by each of them and the reproduction associated thereof;

6. The import and export of copies of the works in commercial volumes; 
7. The collection of compensations in the free use of the works; 
8. The synchronization of music and movie or other audio-visual work; 
9. Linking music to the text when the works are not created for each other; 
10. The use of the work for commercial and advertising purposes on radio and television. 
Art. 4. MUSICAUTOR may exercise the rights under Art. 3 (8), (9) and (10) only upon the express consent of the Heir in each particular case.
Art. 5. The Heir shall authorize MUSICAUTOR: 
1. To negotiate with the users on the territory of the country and with the authors' organizations abroad and to sign with them the relevant contracts for the use of the works subject to this agreement, by arranging the amount of the royalties; 
2. To collect the remunerations payable to the Heir under these contracts or by virtue of a statutory instrument; 
3. To represent the Heir before the court and other judicial authorities with regards to the collection of such remunerations and the protection of the rights granted.

Art. 6. The Heir may exclude one or more types of the rights referred to under Art. 3 and/or the types of works referred to under Art. 2 hereby from the administration of MUSICAUTOR, by explicitly stating it under this article.

I exclude the following types of rights and/or types of works:
Note: Subsequent changes may be addressed to MUSICAUTOR in writing upon one-month written notice; As long as MUSICAUTOR has not received the written notice, it is considered that there are no exceptions.

Art. 7. All these rights transferred pursuant to Art. 3 refer to the works created in their original form. Processing or arrangements are admitted in each specific case only upon the consent of the Heir.

Art. 8. The transfer of rights under Art. 3 hereby shall apply worldwide. The Heir may restrict the transfer of rights and works across the territory, should the limitation be stated country by country.

Exceptions:

Note: Subsequent changes may be addressed to MUSICAUTOR in writing upon one-month written notice; As long as MUSICAUTOR has not received the written notice, it is considered that there are no exceptions.

II. Registration of the works

Art. 9. The Heir shall answer MUSICAUTOR’s inquiries for information about the authorship of a work and about contracts signed by the Author/Heir for specific works. 
Art. 10. MUSICAUTOR shall report to the Heir and pay the Heir all the amounts collected for the Heir under this agreement. The way the amounts are distributed and their payment terms are set out in the Distribution Regulations of MUSICAUTOR.

Art. 11. Upon payment of the amounts under the previous article, MUSICAUTOR may only deduct such amounts as provided under the Distribution Regulations.

Art. 12. By signing this agreement, the Heir declares hereby that he/she has become acquainted with the Articles of association and the Distribution Regulations of MUSICAUTOR, subject to approval by the General Meeting of the members of the Company.

III. Duration of the agreement
Art. 13. This Agreement shall enter into force on the date the Heir is accepted as a member of the Board of Directors of MUSICAUTOR and shall remain valid until the Heir is a member of MUSICAUTOR.

Art. 14. The Heir may terminate his/her membership in MUSICAUTOR at any time with a one-month written notice.

IV. Personal data
Art. 15. By signing this agreement, the Heir shall also sign a Declaration of personal data protection, collected and processed under this agreement, which constitutes an annex to the agreement and an integral part thereof.

V. Applicable law and jurisdiction

Art. 16. The provisions of the Obligations and Contracts Act, the Copyright Act and its Related Rights and the Civil Procedure Code shall apply for any unsettled issues under this Agreement.

The agreement has been drawn up in two identical copies - one for each of the parties.
