DECLARATION OF PERSONAL DATA PROTECTION
collected and processed under a MUSICAUTOR Membership Agreement 
With regards to the MUSICAUTOR Membership Agreement signed by me in my capacity of a Publisher (a natural person) of musical/literary works related to music/arrangement and processing of musical works, of literary works related to music and of folklore works/translations of literary works associated with music, I hereby
DECLARE,

that I am aware and agree with the following:

1. MUSICAUTOR is the administrator of the personal data collected and processed under the abovementioned Membership Agreement in my capacity of a Publisher. The contact details of the Data Protection Officer at MUSICAUTOR are listed on MUSICAUTOR’s web site: www.musicautor.org.

2. The following personal data may be collected and processed by MUSICAUTOR for the purposes and grounds listed below: 
• Full name; 
• Personal Identification Number / Identity Card Number;

• Address as it appears on the ID card; 
• Identity card details - number, date of issue, date of expiry, issuing authority, nationality; 
• Family status data; 
• Bank details; 
• Contact phone number and address; 
• Electronic mail address (e-mail);

• Citizenship/country of birth and status/country of residence, etc.
3. MUSICAUTOR shall process the data only for the purposes for which it is collected and shall not use it for other purposes. These objectives are entirely related to the protection and administration of collective rights. In particular, some of these objectives are:

- Entering into and administering the contract;

- Representation before other collective rights administration companies;

- Representation before the users from different sectors (television channels, radio stations, tourist and commercial sites, etc.);

- Distribution of the royalties based on reports of the works used, provided to us by the users and according to some distribution rules;

- Application and participation in fundraising projects.

4. MUSICAUTOR shall also process other personal data subject to any of the alternative grounds under the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) and the Personal Data Protection Act (PDPA), and in particular: 
- Legal obligations; 
- Execution of agreement, including pre-contractual relations before its conclusion; 
- Legitimate  Interest of the Administrator.

5. MUSICAUTOR shall respect and protect the confidentiality of the personal data provided. Subject to the requirements of the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) and the Personal Data Protection Act (PDPA), the personal data provided may be disclosed to the following categories of recipients: Ministry of Culture; The Council for Electronic Media; the Commission for Protection of Competition; The National Revenue Agency and the National Social Security Institute; The Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Ministry of Interior, accounting offices, auditors, law firms, partners in the field of information technologies, etc.
6. MUSICAUTOR is a member of the International Confederation of the Societies of Authors and Composers (CISAC) and the International Organization for the Administration of Mechanical Rights (BIEM), and has entered into direct representation contracts with similar organizations around the world. In order to preserve the interest of the Publisher, MUSICAUTOR may share the personal data with these organizations and companies. The aim is to protect the rights of the Publisher, to distribute and pay the outstanding remuneration received from the use of the works of the authors representated by it abroad.

MUSICAUTOR may transfer the Publisher’s data outside the EU only subject to the statutory possibilities and requirements, as well as upon provision of the necessary technical, legal and organizational means of data protection.

MUSICAUTOR may transfer data outside the EU/EEA on the basis of the derogations provided under Art. 49 (1) (b) of the Regulations (the transfer is needed for the performance of a contract between the data subject and the administrator or for the performance of pre-contractual measures taken at the request of the data subject) or alternatively with the agreement of the Publisher.
